Gary was born on March 24,
1944. He was raised in Danville,
Illinois and later graduated from
Danville High School. Gardner
continued his education by earn-
ing a B.A. and Ph.D. from the
University of Illinois and, in be-
tween, an M.F.A. in playwriting
at UCLA’s College of Fine Arts.

As a student at the University of
[linois, Gary directed a number
of student run musical produc-
tions including The Music Man,
featuring a breath-taking musi-
cal finale which incorporated the
Champaign High School march-
ing band. As a student at UCLA,
he won the Samuel Goldwyn
Writing Award for his play, August and Ice Cream. The play was pro-
duced in Los Angeles and garnered two Drama-Logue Awards.
